Owl Moon is a 1987 children’s picture book by Jane Yolen. The book has won many awards, most notably being the Caldecott Medal. This picture book is described as a family story about father and child who go owling for the first time on a cold winter’s night. Along the way they encounter a Great Horned Owl. It is gentle yet adventurous, quiet yet full of sound. The book teaches students about patience and appreciation for nature.
