Step 3:  Plan the Lesson

Context of Lesson within larger unit:

The students have been working with the concept of exile over the course of the semester with both fictional and informational texts.  We have just completed The Odyssey and Of Mice and Men.  Next week, the students will begin instruction on Lord of the Flies.  

Said’s essay was introduced this to prepare the students for the written portion of their final exam where they will respond to Said’s claim that exile can be both “alienating” and “enriching.”   

a.  Objectives:

· The students will be able to identify the evidence within the essay and determine how it is organized.

· The students will be able to infer Edward Said’s central claim.

· The students will be able to synthesize Edward Said’s central claim with the fiction we have studied this semester.

Materials:  Image from Syrian refugee camp, Edward Said’s essay “Reflections on Exile,” My Name is Asher Lev by Chaim Potok, Fahrenheit 451 by Ray Bradbury, The Odyssey by Homer, and Of Mice and Men by John Steinbeck

Duration:  The lesson will take one classroom period to a period and a half.

Student Activities/Procedures:

The student will progress through three activities.

1.  Anticipatory set:  The students have been introduced to the Syrian conflict in order to understand the state of being a refugee.  Students will see an image from a refugee camp and be asked what the still image reveals about life of Syrian refugees.

2.  The students will take out homework on exile.  They will share their responses within their groups and then share out to the class as a whole.  The final product of this portion of the lesson is for the students to infer Siad’s central claim.

3.  This claim will then be developed into a graphic organizer and students will look for both the “alienating” and “enriching” qualities of exile within the novels studied thus far in the semester.  Students will present findings on large post-it notes for other students to take notes.

Checking for understanding:  I will assess the students understanding during activity one through individual student responses (5-8 minutes)  I will check for understanding during activity two, analysis of Said’s essay, through shared group responses (20 minutes).  Finally, I will assess student understanding of the unit through synthesis of Said’s essay and fiction studied.

Closure:  Exit slip-What do we understand about the concept of exile after today’s lesson?

b.  Core Action Indicators

This lesson illustrates core action 1.  The students will illustrate core action 2 when we shift into the print portion of the lesson (activity 2 and 3).  Students will progress through a series of questions that will get them to understand Said’s overall claim and it’s ambiguous nature.  Students will then revisit the literature we have studied seeking out specific evidence of the characters exile and its “alienating” and “enriching” quality.
