        Grade Level: Kindergarten 

Learning Objectives

The goal of this lesson is to give primary students an opportunity to explore and gain a deeper understanding of a complex text. Through a read aloud guided by the teacher students will gain an understanding and meaning of a story, by answering, discussing, and working with text dependent questions, vocabulary, and illustrations. This lesson is being used in a thematic unit about weather. 
Reading Task 
The students will listen to the teacher read aloud a poem in its entirety at least once. With guidance from the teacher students will then revisit the poem in sections several more times. The teacher will solicit purposeful ideas and interactions from the students as they answer questions and participate in text dependent activities. 

Discussion Tasks
Students will participate in conversations with their peers and the teacher to answer and discuss text-dependent questions and vocabulary. The teacher will model and support language while also allowing the students an opportunity to attempt their own sentence structures. 

Engagement Strategies 
Focus wall, total physical response, partner talk, name sticks, modeling, oral practice, team points

Vocabulary Tasks
Students will make meaning of the vocabulary mostly through careful listening of the text and by using the illustrations in the text. The teacher will re-read the text several times while modeling, introducing, and reviewing the use of the vocabulary found in the text. The teacher will reinforce the vocabulary often as well as charting words and using total physical response to create meaning in the words. 

Key Vocabulary

*Empire- A big part of the world where one person is in charge of everyone and everything in it. 
*Folly- a silly, foolish, action or idea 

*Fears- To be afraid or worried. (synonyms for the word fear can also be collected by students) 

*Seeking- To look for (synonyms for the word fear can also be collected by students)

Objective: With prompting and support, ask and answer questions about key details in a text.  RL.K.1

Day 1 Summary
· Introduce the story When Charlie McButton Lost Power, point out it is a poem. 
· Remind the students that they will be working on asking and answering questions about the key details in the text, specifically about what challenges the main character in this story will face. 

· Read Aloud the story, explicitly defining the terms empire, and folly for the students. 

Day 2 Activities Summary 

· Discussion with the students about the consequences of weather, specifically storms. 
· Read Aloud half of the text When Charlie McButton Lost Power. 

· Discussion on characters responding to challenges. 
Day 3 Read Aloud 
· Text: When Charlie McButton Lost Power by Suzanne Collins 

· Remind the students that yesterday they read “When Charlie McButon Lost Power” 

· Tell the students that today they will revisit the poem and look closely at how Charlie reacted when the power went out. 

· Ask the students to turn to a partner and tell them how Charlie felt when he lost power. 

· Read Aloud pages 1-6 

· Think aloud “How did Charlie react when the power went out?” 

· Re-read Page 3 and 4 while encouraging the students to act out Charlie’s emotions (ex: look left, look right, gasping, jumped to your feet, etc.) 

· Ask “Look at the illustrations, how do they help describe how Charlie is feeling?” 

· Allow the students to answer as you discuss the illustrations features. 

· Ask “What words or phrases are used by the author to describe how Charlie is feeling?” 

· Students will discuss and justify possible answers with their peers as well at the teacher. During this time the teacher will jot down the students answers on the chart paper. 

· Closure:  In their vocabulary journals the students will illustrate how Charlie reacted when the power went out. Encourage the students to reference the chart made earlier to write on or two words to describe the illustrations. 
Day 4 Summary 

· Review the previous day’s ideas, and then begin conversation on what decision made Charlie feel rotten? 

· Discuss how the illustrations and text give us clues on how he’s feeling.

· Ask if by the end of the story he was still feeling rotten, why or why not? 
· Culminate the lesson by, having the students use their notes and discussion from the previous lessons to illustrate and write and illustrate with the following prompt. 

· In the book When Charlie Mcbutton Lost Power, Charlie has a very tough day. Illustrate and write how Charlie reacted when the electrical power went out.
